those darn chest pains
were, and I did,’’ said
Meyer, who described the
pain as a toothache in his
chest. ‘‘It’s esophageal
spasms, and they got me
on some medication and
I’ve just got to be smarter
in the future, and I’m
going to be. I’m not going
to let that happen again.’’

According to a defini-
tion on the Mayo Clinic’s
website ,  esophageal
spasms are ‘‘an uncoordi-
nated series of muscle
contractions that prevent
food from traveling prop-
erly from your esophagus
to your stomach. These
spasms can be very pain-
ful. Chest pain is a com-
mon symptom of esopha-
geal spasm.’’

In December, Meyer’s
chest pains led to him
being rushed to a Gaines-
ville hospital in the early
hours after Florida’s loss
to Alabama in the SEC
championship game. The
pain scared him, and
Meyer shortly considered
resigning as Florida’s
coach.

After discussions with
Florida athletic director
Jeremy Foley, his family
and later an encouraging
diagnosis, Meyer stayed
on as Florida’s coach with
the stipulation that he
must take a break from
football this offseason and
rest.

Meyer has been spend-
ing time with his family
since the end of spring
practice. The Meyers
recently visited Vatican
City and had a chance to
see the Pope. Contrary to
rumors, Meyer said he did
not meet Pope Benedict
XVI.

‘‘Big Gator fan,’’ Meyer
joked. ‘‘Talked to him
about third-down-and-6.

No, I didn’t meet the
pope.’’

Meyer declined to go
into specifics about his
condition as it relates to
his heart and also declined
to name his prescribed
medication, but did say
that he has been pain-free
since late January.

Said Meyer: ‘‘The phys-
ical pain, that was the part,
and especially near the
end of the season, and to
have someone say, ‘Well,
we’re not quite sure.’
That’s very humbling, but
when they said, ‘OK, this is
it. Take this.’ OK, good,
let’s go.’’

Meyer’s health threat-
ened to derail the Gators
in late December, but a
strong showing in the
Sugar Bowl buoyed spirits.
Meyer, despite cutting
back on recruiting trips,
landed one of the nation’s
best recruiting class in
February.

Now, Meyer said he
must maintain his health
and allow his assistants to
help run the day-to-day
operations of the program.
Meyer said that’s no easy

task for a self-described
micro-manager.

‘‘I just think that exer-
cise and — I don’t want to
stand up here and sound
like a doctor now — but
it’s the same issues that
everyone deals with,
work,’’ Meyer said. ‘‘Just
take care of yourself. I
didn’t do that. It seems the
last year and half — it was
a bizarre deal.’’

• Conference expan-
sion is a popular topic at
the SEC spring meetings.
Meyer indicated that he
would like to see the SEC
remain a 12-team league.
SEC commissioner Mike
Slive said last month that
his conference would be
proactive if the Big Ten
chooses to expand.

‘‘Just one man’s opin-
ion, but I kind of like the
way things are and the
SEC has kind of elevated
itself to one of the top con-
ferences, if not the top the
last four or five years,’’
Meyer said. ‘‘Do you try to
make it a little stronger, a
little tougher to win a few
games in there? I don’t see
it happening.’’
